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Commodore’s Report – Sue Roderick 
      Do you feel like it is beginning to be summer??  I keep hoping it is.  I have just 
about had enough of the winter and if it skips right to summer, I won’t mind!  I hope 
you are all doing well and enjoying the good weather. 
      While your Aeolian board is struggling with its own issues of dredging politics, 
clubhouse and dock repairs, the entire California boating community is faced with a 
couple of major struggles as well – both of which will impact us. 
      First, some of you are aware that State and Regional Water Quality Control 
Boards are considering prohibiting the use of copper-based anti-fouling paints – the 

paint that we all use when we sandblast or otherwise clean our boat bottoms.  The San Diego Regional Water Quality 
Control Board has asserted that San Diego Bay and the Shelter Island Yacht Basin had increasing concentrations of 
copper in the occluded waters, harming the waters and resident wildlife in the San Diego Bay.  Although no direct effect of 
the copper releases was “found,” a statewide movement is gaining support to prohibit the use of these paints.  
      The legislative advocacy body for recreational boaters in California, the Recreational Boaters of California (RBOC) is 
asking all boaters to immediately send letters and emails to the California State Lands Commission (CSLC) opposing a 
staff proposed resolution regarding alternatives to copper-based anti-fouling paints.  The CSLC resolution will be 
presented at their April 17th meeting in Sacramento.  RBOC continues to work hard on our behalf to do what they can to 
support boaters on this important issue. Please write or call your legislators today.  For more information and contact 
names, see Greg Gibeson or Sherri in the office. 
      Second, you have probably read that the opening of the Salmon fishing season on April 1 may not occur; and, further, 
the probability of no Salmon season at all in 2006 is very likely.  This proposed action is due to the dangerously low 
natural spawning of salmon in the Klamath.  I’m asking you to send letters to the Governor, your state assemblyman, the 
Director of Fish and Game, Ryan Broddick, and Secretary of Resources Mike Chrisman urging them to support what is 
called the “Ticehurst Plan.”  If accepted, this plan would allow salmon fishing to continue this year while giving the Pacific 
Fisheries Management Council an opportunity to revisit their management strategy for the Klamath Chinook Salmon 
fishery.   Contact the Aeolian Fishing Chairman, David Cyr, or call Sherri in the office for names, addresses and phone 
numbers. 
      April 30th is Opening Day on the Bay – Yeah!  That means summer is near! The theme this year is “Mardi Gras.”  We 
haven’t had too many enthusiastic Aeolian boaters wanting to decorate their boats to enter the Opening Day boat parade, 
but it sure would be fun to have a few this year!  How about it?  Contact Sherri for registration forms and see other articles 
and flyers in this JIB. 
      Aeolian Cindy Weiss has been appointed our Safety Chairperson.  Cindy is a member of the Coast Guard Auxiliary 
and has been active in putting on safety classes and conducting vessel safety checks for us.  Congratulations, Cindy and 
although you have been doing the job for Aeolian for the past couple of years, we look forward to having you “officially” in 
this important position!     
      Lots of great activities continue at Aeolian.  As we celebrate our 100th year this year, it would be great to have those of 
you who have not been to the clubhouse in awhile to make a trip down to see us.  We’d love to have you join us.   
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Fishing Report – Dave Cyr 
 
There has been a lot of news from the fisheries lately and unfortunately it is all bad – very bad.  Two 
emergency actions were taken in March, one affects the Ocean Salmon fishery and the other affects the 
Sturgeon fishery. 
 
The Ocean Salmon Season will not be determined until April 3-7 when the Pacific Fisheries Management 
Council concludes their meetings, which will be held at the Double Tree Hotel in Sacramento.  At this point it 
is almost anybody’s guess at what will actually happen and things are changing almost daily.  One thing is 
for sure – horrendous reductions in the season, assuming there will be a season, is something we can all 
count on. 
 
Salmon fishermen are being kicked off the ocean this season because of the legacy of the Klamath River fish 
kills of 2002 – and decades of mismanagement by the state and federal governments, including failure to 
provide fish passage over Klamath River dams.  The fish going up the river this fall include the progeny of 
the spring 2002 juvenile salmon kill, when over 250,000 fish perished and the September 2002 adult salmon 
kill, when over 68,000 Chinooks died. 
 
This was a disaster that was engineered in Washington by Karl Rove and the Bush administration.  Rove 
pressured Gale Norton to divert the Klamath water to agribusiness at the expense of the fish, tribes, 
recreational anglers and commercial fishermen to curry favor with local farmers so an Oregon Republican 
Senator would be reelected.  Now recreational anglers, the Klamath Basin Tribes, commercial fishermen and 
the entire economy of northern California will suffer because of the greed of a few. 
 
We should all be mad as hell and the time is now to take action – everybody should be writing letters.  The 
letter writing does work – earlier this week it was announced that that there would for sure be no fishing in 
ocean waters in our area this April – later in the same week the state has decided to let recreational salmon 
fishing take place in STATE waters (out to three miles) this April.  That was after the director of the DF&G 
received over 40,000 irate letters this week. 
 
I would recommend the following websites to help you help the fisherman (fast becoming an endangered 
species): “coastsidefishingclub.com” (Stand Up or Sell Your Boat), “usafishing.com” (Fishing News) – here 
there is a sample letter that you can use and all the addresses you need, and “fishsniffer.com”.  Please don’t 
take this sitting down – this is a real disaster – start writing. 
 
Now on to the Sturgeon situation.  On Thursday, March 2, the Fish and Game Commission adopted 
emergency regulations regarding white and green sturgeon.  This action was based on DF&G fisheries 
biologist sighting a dramatic downward trend in the Sturgeon population during trammel net surveys 
conducted in San Pablo Bay during September and October.  The population declined from 144,000 legal-
sized fish in 1997-98 to 70,000 in 2001-02.  However, the DF&G became very concerned when the 
population in September and October of 2005 dropped to 10,000 fish.  As a result, the following emergency 
regulations were adopted: 
  
• Zero (0) bag limit for green sturgeon year-round in all areas. 
• For white sturgeon, reduced the maximum size limit that may be taken or possessed from 72 inches 

total length to 56 inches total length for 120 days. 
 
These emergency regulations will become effective after approval by the Office of Administrative Law, which 
has 10 days to review the proposed regulations.  On March 15th I called the DF&G – they have not yet got 
the official word but thought that these regulations would be effective on Friday, March 17th – so make sure 
to check on the status of these changes before you go sturgeon fishing. 
 
So long story short on the sturgeon fishing, it will be white sturgeon only with a 10” slot limit with keepers 
measuring in the 46” – 56” size range.  I wonder what will happen after 120 days.  Good Luck, Dave 
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Bet On The Bay…  The Stakes Are High  
  
The San Francisco Bay and Delta make up the largest (and most beautiful) estuary on the Pacific Coast. A key anchor to 
California’s economy, the estuary attracts millions of residents and recreationists, and is the gateway for both a $7 billion 
economy and the West Coast’s last remaining salmon runs.  Despite its splendid views from a distance, all is not well with 
the estuary.  Chemical pollution and sewage dumping present a major health threat to the people, fish, birds and marine 
mammals that call our waters home.  Enforcement of our clean water laws, and advocacy to close legal loopholes and 
stiffen current regulations, is what is required to bring our vital estuary back to a state of health.  And that is Baykeeper’s 
purpose. 
 
Established in 1989, Baykeeper is a nonprofit citizen action organization founded to restore and protect the water quality 
of the San Francisco Bay watershed. Baykeeper patrols and monitors thousands of miles of waterways, gathers evidence 
to stop illegal pollution and develops effective strategies to clean up toxic pollution from sewage plants, refineries, 
chemical plants and abandoned mines and facilities. When necessary, Baykeeper takes legal action to enforce water 
quality laws. The only organization to evaluate and advocate on permits and policy issues affecting the San Francisco 
Bay watershed, Baykeeper plays a critical role in counterbalancing the well-financed lobbying efforts of polluters. 
 
Keeping the Bay safe for all users, Baykeeper recently convinced the State of California to clean up abandoned mines 
leaking mercury and other toxins into the watershed, and to educate health workers recognizing mercury poisoning in 
immigrant families who eat fish from the Bay. 
 
This month, Baykeeper wraps-up its three-year Clean Boating campaign to educate marina operators and boaters about 
clean water practices for boat operations and maintenance.  As part of the campaign Baykeeper created and distributed 
educational materials including a “Guide to Bay-Friendly Boat Cleaning” and a “Clean Boating Map for the San Francisco 
Bay.” The map shows the locations of pump-out stations and other clean boating facilities throughout the Bay.  The 
Baykeeper Boater Kit - a mesh duffle bag containing the pamphlet and map as well as an absorbent pad and 
other helpful items for boaters- can be obtained FREE of charge from the Baykeeper website.   
 
Finally, Baykeeper recently kicked off a campaign against sewage pollution, filing a lawsuit in January against the City of 
Richmond for repeatedly spilling massive amounts of raw sewage into the Bay. In the last two months of 2005 alone, 
Richmond spilled nearly 900,000 gallons of untreated sewage into the Bay.  The City acknowledged on CBS-5 TV that the 
suit was “helpful” in getting necessary improvements started. 
 
You can help Baykeeper turn back the tide of pollution.  Join other fellow yacht club members and clean water 
enthusiasts this year for Baykeeper’s Gala featuring environmental champions Robert F. Kennedy, Jr. and Erin 
Brockovich.

Aeolian History Corner - Richard Geiger  
 
Recently I made a trip over to the Oakland Public Library to look at microfilm copies of some of the Oakland newspapers. 
Searching through the film page by page I found two of the first articles to mention the Aeolian Yacht Club. 
  
The first was in the Oakland Herald, Monday, September 24, 1906, in the sports section: "Yachtsmen On This Side 
Organize New Club."  (Don't you love "This Side!") 
  
The second article was in the Oakland Tribune, Tuesday, September 25, 1906 also in the the sports section: "Organized 
Yacht Club In Alameda." 
  

You'll note in the text that the name made it into 
the newspaper just three days after the first 
meeting of the group. Our official history states 
that the name and the burgee was agreed upon 
at the "next meeting," which was held the 
following Friday. Perhaps it was just the 
"burgee" that was decided in the next meeting. 
  
Both articles mention 30 charter members, 
although our official history and the list now 
displayed at the Club have 32. 
  
Also, I have included an article in the San 
Francisco Chronicle on the October 5, 1908 
wedding of Larry Knight and Marion Spedding in 
Alameda: "Claims Bride in Alameda / Young 
San Franciscan Weds an Encinal City Girl at 
Her Home."

All Hands on Deck!  The Yachting Season Opens Today 
White-Winged Sea Skippers Open Season Today 
DANCE AND SONG TO MARK FESTIVITIES 
Corinthians and Aeolians to Try the Winds 
   Today is yachtsman’s day. The first official pull on the main sheet of the 1919 yachting season will happen this 
afternoon at both the Corinthian and Aeolian Yacht Clubs. 
   Most of today’s activities will be ashore and the wind-jamming seamen are tightening the back stays on their dancing 
pumps and the monkey wench tars are gearing up their engines for top speed on the hard wood. 
   The Alameda delegation will open the ceremonies in their club house this evening when Port Captain MacNamara 
will lead the reception committee in song. The following number has been selected for the season’s coming in: 
 

THE GOOD SHIP BUNGALOW  
When old man Noah built the Ark 

He did the best he could. 
He was shy on tools, and building rules. 

But he had a lot of wood. 
So he built her strong, and he built her long, 

And he built a menagerie. 
The he shortened sail for a sou’east gale. 

And he headed her out for sea. 
For forty nights and forty days 

She sailed, and weathered the blow. 
She’s sailing still, and always will, 
She’s the good ship “Bungalow.” 

* * * 
And I’m the cook and the captain too. 

And the mate of the “Bungalow.” 
I sail and scrub and polish and rub 

While the owner sleeps below. 
 

I’m bosun tight and midshipmanite; 
I wash up the owner’s rig. 

While that son-of-a-gun is drinking rum, 
And I’m crew of the captain’s gig. 

A thousand times her owners changed; 
A thousand times her rig. 

Sampan-catamaran-Chinese junk, 
Schooner, yawl and brig. 

Around the world with Captain Cook, 
With Kidd on the Spanish main, 

Columbus sailed her, and he bailed her 
All the way from Spain. 

Aderliet—she washed ashore. 
A tub with a broken poop. 

A pirate rover—they made her over, 
And named her the “Tigress” sloop. 

And now again—above, below, 
Rebuilt—the good ship “Bungalow.” 

(Larry Knight’s boat at the time was named “Tigress.” – RG)
